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EQIP UPDATE

The initial EQIP allocation for the Papio-Missouri River NRCS is $208,000.  There are 118 total applications for $1,617,000

COMPLIANCE REVIEWS
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Continuous no-till is a common site during compliance reviews.  No-till combined with terraces and underground outlets provides for excellent erosion control.  Approximately 45% of the Washington County cropland is continuous no-till.

CONSERVATION RESERVE PROGRAM

52 CRP contract holders have been offered to extend their CRP contract for 5 years.  NRCS will be assisting landowners with updating their contracts.
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Filter Strips and Field Borders provide excellent wildlife habitat, erosion control and improve water quality.

WETLAND RESERVE PROGRAM
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2 WRP applications were recently approved in Washington County.  In addition to providing habitat for waterfowl, upland game animals also benefit.
